We are excited to announce the arrival of the Medina Community Police Activity League (MCPAL) program to Lincoln Elementary!  





The MCPAL program is unique in that it is staffed and supported by police officers and police departments in Medina County. Adopted by the Montville Police Department in 2010, the MCPAL program brings youth under the supervision and positive influence of law enforcement and expands public awareness about the role of a police officer. It is based on the conviction that young people, if reached early enough, can develop strong, positive attitudes towards officers and be more likely to respect the laws that officers enforce.   MCPAL strives to reduce crime by creating trust and understanding between youth and police officers ultimately benefiting our communities at large.





By utilizing educational, athletic, and recreational activities, MCPAL aims to give youth an opportunity to both de-stress and have fun in a safe, caring environment.   The program consists of snack, homework assistance, and recreational time (ie basketball, dodgeball, kickball, playground time and biking etc).  The kids will also have the opportunity to participate in karate, art, yoga and cooking classes, as well as weekend field trips (ie Cavs game and Science Center).  Transportation for offsite field trips will be provided by MCPAL.   





The MCPAL program at Lincoln will be held on Tuesdays and Thursdays from 3:30pm-5:00pm, while school is in session.  There is no cost or requirement to participate.
